With National School Choice Week running through Saturday, Jan. 28, Hannah News'  "By the Numbers" feature looks at some of the figures behind Ohio's school choice options. Numbers are from the Ohio Department of Education (ODE) website.

373 - Charters schools operating in Ohio in the previous school year, per an annual ODE report.

117,126 - Student enrollment in charters schools in the previous school year.

60,000 - The number of tuition vouchers available to Ohio students under the EdChoice Scholarship program

$6,000 - Maximum annual scholarship amount for high school students through EdChoice.

$48,600 - Maximum income of a family of four in 2016 that would allow participation in the EdChoice expansion program, which is for families earning 200 percent or less of the federal poverty level with students entering grades K-3 in fall of 2017.

$27,000 - The maximum annual award to a student under the Jon Peterson Special needs Scholarship, which provides assistance for parents of students with disabilities to receive special education programming other than that offered by their home districts. 

$2.93 million - Total scholarship funding awarded in FY97 under the first year of the Cleveland Scholarship Program. 

481 - Number of school districts allowing open enrollment by students from any district, as of May 2016.

118 - Districts not allowing open enrollment.
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
